Mong-Koo Chung, who became Chairman of Hyundai Motor Group (formerly the Hyundai-Kia Automotive Group) in 2000, has been a spearhead of the Korean motor industry for more than 35 years. Under his tenure, the two brands have experienced unprecedented growth in domestic and overseas markets and now form one of the top five automotive manufacturing groups in the world. They are also at the forefront of the development of environmentally friendly vehicles.

He initiated the management philosophy within Hyundai-Kia which made continuous quality improvement and customer satisfaction the ultimate priorities. These efforts were recognised when he was awarded the Distinguished Service Citation for his contributions to the global automotive industry by the American Automotive Hall of Fame in 2001, and was named one of the world’s best managers by Business Week magazine in 2004. In 2007 he played a pivotal role in the successful bid for the Yeosu Expo 2012, serving as the organising committee’s Honorary Chairman. 

His roles with Hyundai-Kia include being Chairman of the Hyundai Group between January 1996 and March 2003, and extensive experience of all other branches of the Group’s activities. He has headed the Hyundai Motor Service, Hyundai Pipe and Hyundai Industrial Development and Construction.
